New mint error. Recently a collector taking
advantage of the mint’s dollar coin drop ship
program found something unusual. In a roll of
what should have been Sacagawea dollars he
found a Zachary Taylor presidential dollar. The
most unusual thing about the dollar was instead
of having a 2009 date on the edge it had a 2010
date. According to the mint, the presidential
dollar ceased production on Oct 27 and the
Sacagawea dollar started on NoV'19
Somewhere in the production line an undated
Taylor dollar escaped edge stamping and was
mixed in with the new dollars. Then it was
placed in a roll and shipped to that lucky
collector. So far only one is known and if it

ever comes on the market should sell for big

bucks. When the mint learned of the error they
suspended the drop ship program to inspect the
rolls for other error coins. Once the inspection
is over the drop ship program should resume.
John Ridinger 1962-2010. Once again it is my
sad duty to report of the passing of one of our
members. John Ridinger passed away March
21* at 6:30 pm from complications from a
stroke. John joined the club in 2005 and except
for a brief absence due to health problems was
a very active member in the club.

Lincoln cent 1909-2010

Images of Lincoln

This months coins of the month are the various
coins issued since 1909 featuring ouf 16
president Abraham Lincoln. Back in June 2008
the coins of the month were a survey of all
presidents on US coins. This month | will go
into more detail on just the coins showing
Lincoln including those from the last two years.
Since 1909 there are 9 distinctly different
portraits of Lincoln on 12 different coins. The
first is one of the most familiar images in
numismatics, the obverse of the Lincoln cent.
This image created by Victor Brenner is still in
use over 100 years later even with a few minor
tweaks over the years. Some think this is the
most reproduced image on coins while others
believe it is the image of Queen Elizabeth II.
